Window blinds deployed, roof blinds open All blinds closed for AV presentations 

Project Solution 

ISG Interior/Exterior had been contracted to 
carry out the refurbishment of the fourth floor of 
Burlington Gardens in preparation for 
occupation by BP’s main board directors.  
ISG contacted our Technical Department to 
discuss the requirement for blinds. The windows 
presented a specific challenge due to the fact 
that the lower vertical panels had inward sloping 
panels above them. 
In addition the programme needed to be 
completed within 4 weeks of the initial contact.  

After a single meeting with the ISG Project 
Manager and the architect the specification for 
Astralux 2000 venetian blinds to the vertical 
glazing with complementary Astralux 6000 
louvre systems to the sloping section was 
proposed and provisionally agreed. All 
systems were to have integrated radio motors 
to allow group wireless switching. 
Sample blinds were fitted within 7 days and 
after approval was received the balance of the 
package was manufactured and installed 
within the contract period.

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St Bernard's High School,

Project Solution 

A new build sports hall and gymnasium at this 
school had clerestory windows on two 
elevations to help light the space. 
 
However, the level of light needed to be 
controlled and an external shading system was 
preferred to prevent damage from sports 
activities. 
 
The proximity to the sea called for a robust and 
rust-free solution. 

Astralux proposed System 6000 louvre blinds 
fitted externally to the windows. 
 
The aluminium slats are securely held on 
vertical rack arms and can then be tilted until 
the desired level of light control is achieved. 
 
Given that this installation was some 10m from 
ground level the blinds were electrically 
operated and linked to switches inside the hall.
